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Burkina Faso-- LWI
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(YODER :10) Next, how would you feel if your doctor treated your child’s upset stomach by cutting their belly? According to Living Water International, it’s normal for the Dagara (DAH-GAR-UH) people in Burkina Faso. Paul Darilek (DAHR-JOO-LECK): (DARILEK:19) “I mean if you’re around a group of Dagara people and there’s five kids with their shirts off, either two or three of them have scars all over their bellies. Sometimes it’s five cuts, sometimes it’s 40 cuts, up and down their belly. And it’s all just completely unnecessary because, you know, the root of the problem is bad water.” (YODER:08) Life is turning around for this small African country. By bringing clean water, LWI has also brought knowledge and hope that ultimately connects to the Gospel. (DARILEK :12) “I’ve been in [mission] circles my entire career. I’ve never seen anything quite like what we’re seeing in Burkina Faso. It is just amazing.” (YODER :03) Pray that they’ll continue to accept the one true Gospel of Jesus. 
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
